The Northern California Society of American Foresters needs help with our Forest Conservation Days educational program.  Since 1992 we have provided an educational forest hike to Santa Clara County 5th graders, scouts and public.
Each year, during a week in March, 2,000 youth learn about sustainable forestry from foresters and other natural resource professionals who volunteer their time to lead hikes in the redwood forest at Sanborn Park near Saratoga.

This educational program has been possible because of the donated housing provided by the Sanborn Park Hostel, which is now closed.
